Meal Squares: 
Many people are very reluctant 

to give money to people begging on the 

streets, as there is no guarantee as to 

how the money will be spent. The £1 
vouchers can be handed out to people 

begging and other vulnerable people 
when there is a need (we recommend 

that a minimum of four is given at any 

one time) then redeemed at the food 
outlet, who in turn reclaim the cost from 

SCRATCH. Vouchers can currently be 
redeemed at Park Life Cafe in Shirley 

and two other cafes in the city.
