Why did Jesus rebuke the wind and the waves?  

 

What do you think might have happened if he 

hadn’t done so?  

 

What did the disciples learn about Jesus through 

this incident?

Read Colossians 1:15-20 

 

This passage is the apostle Paul’s mature view of 

Christ. How does he describe Jesus?  

 

Maybe take some time to worship at this 

point…….. 

 

What “squalls” or “storms” have you experienced 

in your life?  

 

How have you experienced Jesus’ presence and 

help in the midst of them? 

 

Note: If you haven’t experienced Jesus help in a 

storm, it maybe because he thinks your faith is 

strong enough to see you through without a
